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L’assignatura

El curs pretén estudiar la historia de la Peninsula Iberica medieval des d’una perspectiva
molt particular: el fet d’haver estat durant quasi deu segles el marc d’una interaccio
sense precedents de grups humans que professaven una de les tres grans religions
monoteistes. Ens centrarem en examinar amb detall els trets particulars i complexos
d’aquesta interaccio i els canvis que la coexisténcia entre jueus, cristians i musulmans
va experimentar al llarg dels segles. Alhora, proposem revisar de manera critica com els
historiadors han retratat aquesta coexisténcia i quins conceptes (conviveéncia) han
proposat per ressaltar I’originalitat d’una experiéncia que va comengar amb la conquesta
musulmana del regne cristia de Toledo i va finalitzar amb I’expulsi6 de jueus i moriscos

dels regnes cristians.
