In 1992, after processing the vast amount of data gathered by the COBE satellite, two
scientists succeeded in measuring the echo of the Big Bang, the enormous explosion which
gave birth to the stars, galaxies and planets.

The projectis goal, which is potentially revolutionary in
terms of the teaching and dissemination of scientiyc knowledge, is to facilitate the approach
to bio-diversity through the generation of interactive guides for the identiycation of living
organisms, from plants and animals to fungi. Each guide is available in four formats for four
different media: internet, CD-Rom, palm computers and print. Dryadesis image archive,
which contains tens of thousands of digital photos, is the cornerstone of KeyToNature. The
project is coordinated by Prof. Pier Luigi Nimis (Trieste University).
