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MENCIO INTERNACIONAL — COVID-19
ALGUNES CONSIDERACIONS

En el marc dels requisits per obtenir la menci6 internacional al titol de doctor, la comissié
académica del programa de doctorat en Dret ha acordat que es podra autoritzar
una estada de recerca virtual en les condicions segients:

1. Ambit d’aplicacié de la modalitat "virtual" d’estada: Aquesta possibilitat només
es podra autoritzar en el marc de les circumstancies excepcionals que impedeixen la
mobilitat per la crisi de la covid-19, i sempre que I'estudiant afectat pugui justificar que
la impossibilitat de realitzar I'estada de recerca de tres mesos per a l'obtencié de la
mencié internacional es deu a motius de forca major vinculats a la covid-19. Un cop
superada la crisi per la pandémia es reprendran les condicions d'estades "presencials".

2. A gquins estudiants s'aplica: Aquesta mesura s'aplicara a aquells estudiants que, a
causa dels terminis previstos per dipositar la tesi doctoral, no puguin ajornar la
seva estada de recerca per dur-la a terme en un periode posterior. També s’aplicara als
estudiants que hagin hagut d’'interrompre una estada de recerca en curs a causa de la
pandémia, i sempre que no sigui possible realitzar la resta de I'estada en un altre
moment.

3. Documentacio: Amb caracter previ a la realitzacid de I'estada virtual, I'estudiant
haura de presentar un pla de I'estada que haura de tenir el vistiplau de la comissio
académica. El document del pla haura d’indicar les activitats i col-laboracions previstes
al llarg de tres mesos.

Un cop realitzada I'estada, el responsable de I'estudiant a la universitat de destinacio
haura de certificar que les activitats previstes en el pla han estat efectivament realitzades
en el periode establert.

Els estudiants que hagin hagut d’'interrompre una estada de recerca en curs hauran de
lliurar una memoria de les activitats realitzades, juntament amb un pla d’activitats i
col-laboracions no presencials previstes a la universitat de destinacié per al periode que
falti per completar I'estada de tres mesos. Aquest pla haura de tenir el vistiplau de la
comissio académica. El responsable a la universitat de destinacié haura de certificar que
totes les activitats presencials i virtuals realitzades s’han dut efectivament a terme.

4. Criteris: Per poder rebre I'nomologacié de I'estada virtual s’hauran de justificar les
activitats i/o col-laboracions minimes seglients:

L'estudiant ha participat en un minim de 20 hores de seminaris o altres activitats
academiques per videoconferéncia a la universitat de destinacio.

L’estudiant ha d’haver realitzat almenys dues presentacions per videoconferéncia del
seu treball de recerca a la universitat de destinaci6. A efectes d'homologacio, una
d'aquestes presentacions es podra substituir per la preparacié d'una publicacié en
col-laboracié amb investigadors d'aquella universitat.

En el cas dels estudiants que hagin hagut d'interrompre una estada de recerca en curs
per la crisi de la covid-19, la comissié academica en valorara la situacio, i adaptara els
criteris comentats a les circumstancies particulars de cada cas.
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Within the framework of the requirements for obtaining the international mention for the
doctoral degree, the academic committee of the doctoral programme in Law has agreed
that a virtual research stay may be authorized under the following conditions:

1. Scope of application of the "virtual" mode of stay: This possibility may only be
authorized in the context of exceptional circumstances that impede mobility due to the
covid-19 crisis, and provided that the affected student can justify that the impossibility of
carrying out the three-month research stay to obtain the international mention is due to
reasons of force majeure linked to covid-19. Once the pandemic crisis is over, the
conditions for "face-to-face" stays will resume.

2. To which students does it apply: This measure will be applied to those students
who, due to the deadlines for submitting the doctoral thesis, cannot postpone their
research stay to carry it out in a later period. It will also apply to students who have had
to interrupt an ongoing research stay due to the pandemic, and whenever it is not
possible to complete the rest of the stay at another time.

3. Documentation: Prior to the virtual stay, the student must submit a plan of the stay
which must have the approval of the academic committee. The plan document must
indicate the activities and collaborations planned over three months.

Once the stay has taken place, the person in charge of the student at the host university
must certify that the activities provided for in the plan have actually been carried out
within the established period.

Students who have had to interrupt an ongoing research stay must submit a report of the
activities carried out, together with a plan of activities and non-contact collaborations
planned at the host university for the period remaining for the three-month stay to be
completed. This plan must have the approval of the academic committee. The person in
charge at the host university must certify that all the face-to-face and virtual activities
carried out have actually been carried out.

4. Criteria: In order for the virtual stay to be homologated, the following minimum
activities and/or collaborations must be justified:

The student has participated in a minimum of 20 hours of seminars or other academic
activities by videoconference at the host university.

The student must have made at least two videoconference presentations of their
research work at the host university. For the purposes of approval, one of these
presentations may be replaced by the preparation of a publication in collaboration with
researchers from that university.

In the case of students who have had to interrupt an ongoing research stay due to the
covid-19 crisis, the academic committee will assess the situation and will adapt the
criteria discussed to the particular circumstances of each case.
